Upcoming in Crusader Basketball: Valparaiso looks to bounce back from
Thursday night’s setback on Saturday afternoon as the Crusaders host Loyola
(Chicago) at the Athletics-Recreation Center.  Saturday’s contest is a Play 4
Kay game in support of breast cancer awareness and cancer survivors will be
honored prior to tip-off.

On the Air: Saturday’s game will be carried live on WVUR (95.1-FM, Val-
paraiso) and online at valpoathletics.com.  Chris Kleinhans-Schulz and Dave
Caulfield will call all of the action live from the Athletics-Recreation Center.
The game can also be seen live online through valpoathletics.com as part of
the Horizon League Network.  Live stats will be available through
valpoathletics.com for all games this season as well.

Head Coach Keith Freeman: In his 18th season on the Valparaiso bench,
Keith Freeman has a 283-243 (.539) record at the helm of the Brown and
Gold.  In his 23rd season overall, Freeman has a 412-290 (.587) career mark.
He is Valpo’s all-time winningest coach and has amassed more than half of the
victories in the program’s history.

Series Notes: Valparaiso and Loyola are meeting for the 21st time in a series
that dates back to Feb. 22, 1994.  The Crusaders lead the overall series 17-3
but the Ramblers won the first meeting between the two schools this season
86-56 in Chicago on Jan. 19.  Valpo swept last year’s series between the two
schools, including a 72-68 win at the ARC.  The Crusaders are a perfect 9-0
all-time against the Ramblers at the Athletics-Recreation Center.

Wrapping Up UIC: Valparaiso committed 21 turnovers, including 15 in the
first half, which led to 23 Flame points as UIC defeated the Crusaders 54-43
on Thursday evening at the Athletics-Recreation Center.  Valpo shot 50% from
the floor in the first half but connected on just 32% after the break.  Tabitha
Gerardot led the Crusaders with nine points while Jessica Carr and Gina Lange
each added eight points.  Shamiea Green led all scorers with 20 points for UIC
while Jasmine Bailey added 11 points and 13 rebounds.  The Flames
outrebounded Valpo 38-27 for the game, including 18-7 on the offensive glass.

Scouting Loyola: The Ramblers are looking to bounce back from a 72-46 loss
on Thursday evening at Butler and have dropped five of their last seven games
overall.  Simone Law leads four Ramblers averaging in double figures with
14.0 points per game while Patrice King adds 11.5 points per night.  Troy
Hambric and Monica Albano are adding 10.7 and 10.2 points per game re-
spectively.  Law leads the team in rebounding grabbing 7.2 boards per contest.
As a team Loyola is shooting 41.8% from the floor and 72.5% from the free
throw line.  The Ramblers are also the league’s top three-point shooting team
at 38.4% and lead the conference averaging 5.2 blocks per game.

Playing 4 Kay: Valparaiso will take part in the WBCA’s Play 4 Kay event on
Saturday afternoon.  Play 4 Kay is an opportunity for a nation of coaches to
raise breast cancer awareness and funds for research on the court, across cam-
puses, in communities and beyond. The official charity is the Kay Yow Cancer
Fund in partnership with The V Foundation and Women’s Basketball Coaches
Association (WBCA). Women cancer survivors will be honored prior to the
game and proceeds from ticket sales will go to the local chapter of the Ameri-
can Cancer Society. Fans are asked to wear pink and “get in the spirit” of the
day.

Super Women: Tabitha Gerardot played all 40 minutes for the first time in her
Crusader career on Thursday night while Gina Lange and Laura Richards both
failed to leave the floor as well.  Richards has gone the distance eight times
this season, and has played all 160 minutes over the last four games.  The
complete game effort was Lange’s fifth of the season.  Jessica Carr also has
one complete game under her belt, playing all 40 minutes earlier this year
against Youngstown State.

Fighting for a Home Game: With five games remaining in the regular season,
Valparaiso is just one-half game out of seventh place in the Horizon League
standings.  The seventh and eighth place teams will host the ninth and 10th
place teams in the first round of the Horizon League Tournament which begins
on March 5.

Getting Defensive: Valparaiso ranks among the Horizon League leaders in
most defensive categories.  The Crusaders are second in the conference, and
81st nationally, allowing just 57.8 points per game.  Valpo also ranks third in
the league in field goal percentage defense (37.6%) as well as second in three-
point field goal percentage defense (29.8%).

Showing Second Half Improvement: With two victories in the first four games
of the second half of Horizon League play, the Crusaders have already im-
proved over the first half in terms of win output.  In fact, in every year since
Valpo joined the Horizon League, the Brown and Gold has tallied as many, if
not more, conference wins during the second half of league play as the first.

Nearly Automatic from the Stripe: Tabitha Gerardot is shooting 84.6% (44-
of-52) from the free throw line since Horizon League play began this year.
She has made 27 of her last 29 free throw attempts dating back to Jan. 19.  For
the season Gerardot is shooting at an 80.0% (80-of-100) clip which ranks fourth
in the conference.

Varner on the Rebounding List: Ashley Varner has continued to climb the
Crusaders’ all-time rebounding charts this season, passing Katie Boone (2001-
2005) for 14th on the career list.  The fifth-year senior’s 530 career boards are
seven boards behind Jill Otto (1985-1989) for 13th on the career charts.

What Foul?: With such a short bench, fouls have become a premium this sea-
son for the Crusaders.  Valpo has done a good job of staying out of foul trouble
all season, committing just 13.2 fouls per game this season, 12th fewest among
all NCAA Division I schools.  In fact, the Crusaders went the entire first half
without an infraction on Jan. 19 at Loyola (Chicago).

Varner Earns Academic Honor: Ashley Varner was named as the Horizon
League’s Scholar-Athlete of the Month for December.  The fifth-year senior
averaged 13.7 points and 9.7 rebounds per game in seven contests during the
month, posting four double-doubles.  In the classroom she is enrolled in gradu-
ate school working on her master’s degree in clinical mental health counseling
after already earning a bachelor’s degree in psychology.

Gerardot Garners All-Tournament Team Accolades: Tabitha Gerardot was
named to the Omni Hotels Classic All-Tournament Team following her efforts
last weekend against Colorado and Montana State.  The sophomore forward
averaged 10 points and 5.5 rebounds per contest while shooting 57.1% (8-of-
14) from the floor in Boulder, Colo.

Dialing Long Range: The Crusaders connected on 7-of-11 three-pointers
against Butler on Feb. 11, connecting on 63.6% from long range.  The long
range shooting ties for the eighth best single game percentage from beyond the
arc in school history.

Getting to the Free Throw Line: Ashley Varner made 13-of-18 free throws
against Cleveland State on Feb. 4. Her 13 free throws made tie her for fifth on
Valpo’s single game list while her 18 attempts mark the third most by any Cru-
sader in a game in school history.

Valpo Signs Three for 2012-2013: Coach Keith Freeman added three players
for next year’s class that have signed National Letters of Intent to play for the
Brown and Gold beginning next fall.  Joining the Crusader roster in 2012-2013
are guards Abby Dean (5-10, Carmel, Ind./Carmel H.S.), Sarah Godwin (5-10,
Yardley, Pa./Princeton Day H.S. [N.J.]), and Jessi Wiedemann (6-0, Palatine,
Ill./Fremd H.S.).

Valparaiso University head coach Keith Freeman took over as
the sixth head coach in the history of the Valparaiso University
Crusader women’s basketball program prior to the 1994-1995
season.

The school’s all-time winningest coach, he entered the 2011-
2012 season with a record of 276-226 (.540) at Valpo.  Beginning
his 24th season of coaching women’s collegiate basketball overall,
Freeman owns a 405-273 (.597) lifetime mark.  Freeman has led the
Crusaders to more than 50 percent of the school’s victories during
the program’s history.

Over the past 13 seasons Freeman’s squad has recorded 18 or
more victories eight times.  With his exceptional overall mark, his teams have won more than two-thirds
of their games at the Athletics-Recreation Center, compiling a 150-72 (.676) home record since he took
over the program.

On Dec. 4, 2010, Freeman won his 400th collegiate victory as a head coach, a 59-52 overtime win
against Coastal Carolina.

When Valparaiso moved to the Horizon
League prior to the 2007-2008 season, Freeman
left the Mid-Continent Conference as the
league’s all-time winningest coach.  He coached
more games, 381, than any other coach in the
league, and his 229 victories were tops in the
Mid-Con as well.  In addition, Freeman’s .601
winning percentage ranked fourth in league
history.

Freeman led the Brown and Gold to its first outright Mid-Continent Conference title in
school history in 2001-2002, while also leading the Crusaders to the Mid-Con Tournament title
game.  In addition, he orchestrated the biggest turnaround in the nation in 2001-2002 when
comparing records to the previous year, and was named Mid-Con Coach of the Year for his
efforts as Valpo finished 26-7.

Valpo made its first postseason appearance in school history in the 2002 Women’s National
Invitation Tournament, advancing to the quarterfinals after defeating Michigan and Ball State,
both on the road.   His Crusaders earned a home contest in the quarterfinals against Houston as
well before ending their tournament run.  Freeman was a finalist for the Women's Basketball
Coaches Association  2001-2002 Coach of the Year award for his efforts during the season.

The following year, 2002-2003, Freeman guided the Crusaders to their first Mid-Continent
Conference Tournament title, and the Brown and Gold’s first appearance ever in the NCAA
Tournament as Valpo faced Purdue in the first round.  In 2003-2004 Freeman led Valpo back
to the NCAA Tournament for a second time.  This time the Crusaders threw a scare into
nationally-ranked Kansas State in the first round as the program.

Freeman also led the Crusaders to a share of their first ever Mid-Continent Conference
regular season title.  That season also marked the year Freeman became Valpo’s all-time
winningest coach when the Crusaders defeated Illinois State on the road on Dec. 19.

Freeman guided the first player to reach the WNBA from Valparaiso as well as the Mid-
Continent Conference.  Marlous Nieuwveen played with the Los Angeles Sparks during the
2005 season.
