Upcoming in Crusader Basketball: After registering their first Horizon League
Tournament victory since joining the conference on Monday evening, the Val-
paraiso Crusaders return to the hardwood on Wednesday evening in the
quarterfinals to battle top-seeded and #10/10 Green Bay.

On the Air: Wednesday’s game will be carried live on WVUR (95.1-FM,
Valparaiso) and online at valpoathletics.com.  Chris Kleinhans-Schulz and
Renee’ Turpa will call all of the action live from the Kress Events Center.  The
game can also be seen live online through valpoathletics.com as part of the
Horizon League Network.  Live stats will be available through
valpoathletics.com for all games this season as well.

Head Coach Keith Freeman: In his 18th season on the Valparaiso bench,
Keith Freeman has a 286-246 (.538) record at the helm of the Brown and
Gold.  In his 23rd season overall, Freeman has a 415-293 (.586) career mark.
He is Valpo’s all-time winningest coach and has amassed more than half of the
victories in the program’s history.

Series Notes: Valparaiso and Green Bay are meeting for the 29th time in a
series that dates back to Dec. 9, 1986.  The Phoenix lead the overall series
between the two schools 24-4 and have won nine straight meetings.  Green
Bay won this year’s two regular season contests, 65-37 at the ARC on Jan. 28
and 72-36 in Wisconsin on Feb. 23.  Valpo’s last win in the series came on Jan.
19, 2008, a 90-88 overtime thriller at the ARC.  The Phoenix are 12-2 against
the Crusaders in Green Bay and have won nine straight against Valpo in Wis-
consin.  Valpo’s last win at Green Bay came on March 8, 1991, 72-69 in the
semifinals of the North Star Conference Tournament.

Wrapping Up Milwaukee: In a defensive battle, the Crusaders never trailed
on Monday evening, posting a 47-39 victory over the eighth-seeded Panthers
in Milwaukee in the first round of the Horizon League Tournament.  Ashley
Timmerman scored a career-high 20 points while Ashley Varner registered a
double-double with 10 points and 13 boards.  Courtney Lindfors led Milwau-
kee with 13 points and 10 rebounds as the Crusaders held the Panthers to just
13 first half points.

Scouting Green Bay: The Phoenix have won seven straight games following
a 77-64 victory on Saturday at UIC to close the regular season.  Julie Wojta,
the Horizon League Player of the Year, leads the conference averaging 19.8
points and 10.3 rebounds per game.  Adrian Ritchie adds 12.2 points per game
while Lydia Bauer chips in 11.9 points per night.  Green Bay is second in
Division I with a +9.57 in turnover margin, forcing 25.4 miscues per contest.
The Phoenix’s 75.1 points per game ranks 11th nationally.

This Year Versus Green Bay: Valparaiso’s offense struggled to score points
in both meetings against the Phoenix, averaging just 36.5 points per game
during the regular season.  The Crusaders shot 34.5% from the floor but just
18.2% from three-point range, and averaged 27.5 turnovers per contest.  Gina
Lange led Valpo averaging 10.0 points and 7.5 rebounds per game.  The Phoe-
nix averaged 68.5 points per game against Valpo shooting 40% from the floor,
but just 18.6% from three-point range.

Finally a Horizon League Tournament Win: Since joining the Horizon
League in the 2007-2008 season, the Crusaders had never won a Horizon League
Championship contest prior to Monday night’s win at Milwaukee, improving
to 1-4 all-time with the victory.  This is the first meeting between Valpo and
Green Bay in the Horizon League Championships, though the two schools did
meet in the North Star Conference Tournament on March 8, 1991 in Green
Bay, a 72-69 Crusader win in the semifinals.

Double-Double Count: Ashley Varner registered her ninth double-double of
the season for the Crusaders on Monday night at Milwaukee.  The fifth-year
senior had five double-doubles in Horizon League play and has 10 double-
doubles total for her career after posting 10 points and 13 boards against the
Panthers.  Tabitha Gerardot also tallied four double-doubles for the Crusaders
during the regular season and has 13 during her first two seasons at Valpo.

Getting it Done Defensively: Valparaiso’s defense has been the team’s back-
bone of the Crusaders this season.  The Brown and Gold ranks second in the
Horizon League in scoring defense, allowing just 56.7 points per game.  Valpo
is also second in holding the opposition to 37.1% shooting from the floor awhile
leading the league allowing just 28.7% shooting from three-point range.  Laura
Richards, who was named to the Horizon League’s All-Defensive Team, ranks
second in the conference with 2.8 steals per game.

Timmerman Has Career Night: Senior Ashley Timmerman showed she did
not want her Crusader career to come to an end on Monday night, scoring a
career-high 20 points against Milwaukee.  She made 6-of-9 shots from the
floor, including two triples, and was a perfect 6-of-6 from the free throw line.

Flying Up the Single Season Charts: Ashley Varner’s 276 rebounds this sea-
son rank her second on the Crusaders’ yearly list.  Varner trails just Deb Lahti’s
school record of 323 boards set in 1983-1984.

Varner on the Career Rebounding List: Ashley Varner has continued to climb
the Crusaders’ all-time rebounding list, passing Deb Lahti (1982-1984) and
Carrie Forsman (1992-1996) for 11th on the career list.  Varner’s 592 career
boards are two behind Betsy Rietema (2003-2007) for 10th on the career charts.

Richards Tied for 10th: Laura Richards has moved into a tie for fifth place
with Shari Toelke (1992-1993) on the single season theft list with 80 steals in
2011-2012.  The junior is just four steals behind Stephanie Greer (1989-1990)
for fourth on the single season list.

Gerardot Garners All-Tournament Team Accolades: Tabitha Gerardot was
named to the Omni Hotels Classic All-Tournament Team following her efforts
last weekend against Colorado and Montana State.  The sophomore forward
averaged 10 points and 5.5 rebounds per contest while shooting 57.1% (8-of-
14) from the floor in Boulder, Colo.

Gerardot Nearly Perfect: Tabitha Gerardot made 9-of-10 shots from the floor
on Feb. 18 against Loyola (Chicago) on her way to a game-high 20 points.  The
sophomore’s 90% shooting percentage ranks fourth in school history for a single
game (minimum eight attempts).

Dialing Long Range: The Crusaders connected on 7-of-11 three-pointers
against Butler on Feb. 11, connecting on 63.6% from long range.  The long
range shooting ties for the eighth best single game percentage from beyond the
arc in school history.

Getting to the Free Throw Line: Ashley Varner made 13-of-18 free throws
against Cleveland State on Feb. 4. Her 13 free throws made tie her for fifth on
Valpo’s single game list while her 18 attempts mark the third most by any Cru-
sader in a game in school history.

Valparaiso University head coach Keith Freeman took over as
the sixth head coach in the history of the Valparaiso University
Crusader women’s basketball program prior to the 1994-1995
season.

The school’s all-time winningest coach, he entered the 2011-
2012 season with a record of 276-226 (.540) at Valpo.  Beginning
his 24th season of coaching women’s collegiate basketball overall,
Freeman owns a 405-273 (.597) lifetime mark.  Freeman has led the
Crusaders to more than 50 percent of the school’s victories during
the program’s history.

Over the past 13 seasons Freeman’s squad has recorded 18 or
more victories eight times.  With his exceptional overall mark, his teams have won more than two-thirds
of their games at the Athletics-Recreation Center, compiling a 150-72 (.676) home record since he took
over the program.

On Dec. 4, 2010, Freeman won his 400th collegiate victory as a head coach, a 59-52 overtime win
against Coastal Carolina.

When Valparaiso moved to the Horizon
League prior to the 2007-2008 season, Freeman
left the Mid-Continent Conference as the
league’s all-time winningest coach.  He coached
more games, 381, than any other coach in the
league, and his 229 victories were tops in the
Mid-Con as well.  In addition, Freeman’s .601
winning percentage ranked fourth in league
history.

Freeman led the Brown and Gold to its first outright Mid-Continent Conference title in
school history in 2001-2002, while also leading the Crusaders to the Mid-Con Tournament title
game.  In addition, he orchestrated the biggest turnaround in the nation in 2001-2002 when
comparing records to the previous year, and was named Mid-Con Coach of the Year for his
efforts as Valpo finished 26-7.

Valpo made its first postseason appearance in school history in the 2002 Women’s National
Invitation Tournament, advancing to the quarterfinals after defeating Michigan and Ball State,
both on the road.   His Crusaders earned a home contest in the quarterfinals against Houston as
well before ending their tournament run.  Freeman was a finalist for the Women's Basketball
Coaches Association  2001-2002 Coach of the Year award for his efforts during the season.

The following year, 2002-2003, Freeman guided the Crusaders to their first Mid-Continent
Conference Tournament title, and the Brown and Gold’s first appearance ever in the NCAA
Tournament as Valpo faced Purdue in the first round.  In 2003-2004 Freeman led Valpo back
to the NCAA Tournament for a second time.  This time the Crusaders threw a scare into
nationally-ranked Kansas State in the first round as the program.

Freeman also led the Crusaders to a share of their first ever Mid-Continent Conference
regular season title.  That season also marked the year Freeman became Valpo’s all-time
winningest coach when the Crusaders defeated Illinois State on the road on Dec. 19.

Freeman guided the first player to reach the WNBA from Valparaiso as well as the Mid-
Continent Conference.  Marlous Nieuwveen played with the Los Angeles Sparks during the
2005 season.
